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“THE HAWK” Dwan Men’s Club Match Play Championship

Format — Gross Division

1. Limit of 16 players.

2. 18 holes match play, no handicaps.

3. Double elimination format; two matches guaranteed; can lose one match and still win championship.
4. Pairings determined by drawing of committee.

5. There will be one Gross Champion; he will NOT play off against the Net Champion.

Format- Net Divisions

1. Limit of 64 players

2. Two brackets; 32 lowest handicap indexes in Upper Bracket and 32 highest indexes in lowest bracket.
3. 18 hole match play with handicaps.

4. Winners of each bracket play off to determine the champion of the Hawk net division.

5. Two matches guaranteed; first round losers go to consolation bracket; consolation bracket winners
will play off to determine the consolation champion of the “The Hawk” net division.

Rules

1. Must be men’s club member with USGA index. New members may transfer in an index. If not index,
contact a member of the committee.

2. Make every effort to complete matches by schedules deadlines. Matches not completed by deadlines
may be determined by the committee in the best interest of “The Hawk” competition. A coin flip or
forfeiture may be used.

3. Check your handicap prior to each match. Handicaps are updated every two weeks on Friday. Use
your “home” handicap.

4. If there is a dispute on a hole, play a provisional ball and keep track of your score with both balls.
Bring the dispute to the attention to the committee prior to signing your scorecard and posting scores
and match result.

5. All scores must be posted as a “tournament” score upon completion of the match. Please refer to the
Men'’s Club Handbook for scoring an incomplete, conceded or un-played hole and application of
“equitable stroke control”.

Scheduling Matches
Dwan will reserve noon tee times of two matches with the following stipulations:

1. Teetime reserved daily except Thursday and any days Dwan has an event
2. Teetimes only for playing matches
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3. Teetimes can be reserved a maximum two weeks in advance
4. Tee times will be held until 48 hours in advance, if not filled, Dwan will fill it with other golfers
5. As acourtesy, please leave weekend tee times of players who work on weekdays.

Entry Fee

S50 (each player pays his own green fees).

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Dwan Men's Club Traveling Teams

Senior 8 Man Traveling Team

Dwan Men'’s Club sponsors a Senior 8 Man Traveling Team comprised of members 55+ playing against
other MPGA member clubs. They typically play a minimum of 6 matches, home and away. The matches
are played in a 2 man Best Ball format with no handicaps. The matches are typically played on Tuesday
morning. All DMC members are eligible. The captain will select the team by asking the 8 eligible
members with the lowest handicaps to represent DMC. The matches are played from May through July
with playoffs to follow. Contact the Team Captain if interested in participating.

12 Man Traveling Team

Dwan Men'’s Club sponsors a 12 Man Traveling Team comprised of members playing against other
MPGA member clubs. They typically play a minimum of 4 matches. The matches are played in a2 man
Best Ball format with no handicaps. The matches are typically played on Sunday morning. All DMC
members are eligible. The captain will select the team by asking the 12 eligible members with the
lowest handicaps to represent DMC. The matches are played from May through September with
playoffs to follow.

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Dwan Men'’s Club By-Laws

Article I—NAME

The name of this organization shall be the Dwan Men’s Club (hereinafter, the Club).
Article l—PURPOSE

The purpose of the Club shall be to:

Organize, manage and conduct golf competitions and promote fellowship for its members.

Be active in established golf associations whose purpose is to promote golf in the State of Minnesota
and the United States.

To foster and maintain the high standards of golf as established by the U.S.G.A.
To cooperate with the City of Bloomington in maintaining and improving Dwan Municipal Golf Course.
Article IIl—MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. The total number of members shall be at the discretion of the Board of Directors (hereinafter,
the Board).

Section 2. Memberships are individual and non-transferable.

Section 3. All male golfers 16 years of age or older with current Patrons Cards at Dwan Golf Course are
eligible to apply for membership in the Club.

Section 4. Applications for membership shall be processed in such manner and in accordance with such
rules as shall be established by the Board.

Section 5. Memberships are for a calendar year only, with all memberships expiring on December 31, or
on such other date as may be designated by the Board.

Section 6. Suspension, Expulsion or Other Penalties. The Board may, for good and sufficient reason,
suspend, expel or assess other penalties to members. The Board shall:

Upon receipt of a written complaint, investigate the complaint to determine its validity.

Based on the results of the investigation, determine whether good and sufficient reason to act on the
complaint exists.

If action is to be taken, the following procedure will be followed:
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Provide written notice to the member(s) involved of the substance and nature of the complaint.

Notify the member(s) of the date, time and place of the meeting at which the Board will consider
disciplinary action.

Offer the opportunity to appear in person or provide a written response to the complaint.

Determine what, if any, penalty shall be imposed. Any penalty imposed must be approved by a two-
thirds majority vote of the Board, with at least 9 members present.

Notify the member(s) of the procedure to be followed to appeal to the general membership any penalty
assessed. Appeals to the general membership will require a two-thirds majority of the voting members
present to overturn the decision of the Board.

Section 7. Members are encouraged to communicate their comments, suggestions and complaints
directly to the appropriate person or committee involved for action in establishing such rules and
regulations as will enhance their enjoyment of the facilities and services of the Club and of Dwan Golf
Course.

Article IV—MEETINGS

Section 1. The Spring and Fall Meetings of the members shall be held in April and September. The
Board shall provide notice, by publication, of such meetings at least 21 days prior to the respective
meeting dates. Such meetings shall include the reception of reports, the election of Directors and the
transaction of such other business as may properly be brought.

Section 2. Special meetings of the members may be called by the President at any time or within 10
days of the adoption of a resolution by the Board to that effect, or upon the written request of at least
20 members of the Club. Any notice of said meeting shall be in writing and shall include a statement of
the purpose of the meeting. No business other than that contained in such written notice shall be
transacted.

Section 3. Every member shall be required to leave a current mailing address with the Membership
Chairman. Failure to leave such address or change of address shall be deemed a waiver of any required
notice.

Section 4. A quorum for any meeting shall be at least 50 Club members present at the opening of the
meeting. After waiting a reasonable time for a quorum, a smaller number of members may instead
adjourn the meeting to another day and time, in which case written notice of such adjournment must be
posted on the official bulletin board and/or web site of the Club.

Article V—BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Management. The control, business and management of the affairs of the Club shall be
entrusted to the vested in a Board of Directors composed of 12 directors and the last available past
President. All such directors who, on the adoption of this provision, are serving the Club in such capacity
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shall continue in office until their successors are elected. The terms of all directors shall be 3 years. The
lone exception is the past president, who may serve an additional year.

Section 2. How Elected. At least 45 days prior to the Fall meeting of the membership the President shall
appoint a nominating committee of the outgoing directors to prepare a slate of one candidate for each
directorship about to expire. The report of the nominating committee shall be mailed to the
membership not less than 15 nor more than 30 days prior to the Fall Meeting. Further nominations may
be made when not less than 20 members nominate, as a “Special Ticket”, members as candidates for
such vacancies differing in whole or in part from the “Regular Ticket” of the committee. Such “Special
Ticket” must be submitted to the nominating committee at least 5 days prior to the Fall Meeting. In
such event, ballots will be prepared by the Secretary, showing first the “Regular Ticket” candidates and,
immediately following, those candidates of the “Special Ticket”. No other ballot or candidates than as
above provided shall be voted.

Section 3. Officers. The incoming President shall appoint a Vice President, a Secretary, a Treasurer and
other directorships, who shall serve until their successors are duly elected and qualified.

Section 4. Vacancies. Any vacancy occurring in the Board or in any office shall be promptly filled from
the club membership for the remaining term on the Board. In the case of a vacancy in the office of
President, the Vice President shall be elevated to that office and a new Vice President shall be
appointed.

Section 5. Meetings. The Board shall have regular meetings at a convenient place determined by the
President. The Board shall have the right at a meeting to determine the time of the next meeting.
Special meetings may be called at any time by the President by giving the Board members at least 5
day’s written notice. Should at least 3 members of the Board petition the President to call such a
meeting, he shall so do. If he refuses, then the three petitioning members may call such meeting by
notifying the Secretary who shall mail or deliver a written notice of such a meeting stating the business
to be brought to each director at least 5 days prior to the meeting.

Section 6. Quorum. A quorum at any meeting shall consist of 7 Board members.

Section 7. Other. The Board shall have the power to generally do everything permitted by law, and by
these bylaws, that may be for the best interests of the Club.

Article VI—OFFICERS & COMMITTEES

Section 1. The incoming President shall appoint a Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer. Their duties
shall be such as their titles would indicate or such as may be assigned to them respectively from time to
time.

Section 2. Any officer of the Club may be removed for cause by the affirmative vote of at least 8
members of the Board.
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Section 3. The Board shall authorize and define the powers and duties of all committees. Chairman and
committee members shall be appointed by the President, who shall be an ex-officio member of all
committees.

Section 4. The Club must have a Handicap Committee composed of members with the responsibility to
establish a fair and proper system of handicaps under the U.S.G.A. In addition, the following
committees may be appointed each year, with such other committees as the President may deem
necessary and advisable:

Tournament and Rules Committee(s) - This committee shall have charge of all Dwan Men’s Club
tournaments. It shall keep records of, and set the rules for, all Club competitions. It shall encourage
interest among the members in tournaments staged throughout the state.

Nominating Committee—This committee shall consist of the retiring board members and the President.
Article VII—AMENDMENTS

Section 1. The Board of Directors shall have the power to repeal or amend any of these by-laws,
provided that such action shall not be effective until approved by two-thirds vote of the members of the
Club present at a meeting held in accordance with provisions contained herein.
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Handicap Purpose & Insights
Purpose (As Stated in the USGA Handicap Manual)

The purpose of the USGA Handicap System is to make the game of golf more enjoyable by enabling
golfers of differing abilities to compete on an equitable basis. The System provides fair Course
Handicaps for players regardless of ability, and adjusts a player’s Handicap index up or down as his game
changes. At the same time, it disregards high scores that bear little relation to the player’s potential
scoring ability and promotes continuity by making handicaps continuous from one playing season or
year to the next. A USGA Handicap Index is useful for all forms of play. A basic premise underlies the
USGA Handicap System, namely that every player will try to make the best score he can at each hole in
every round he plays, regardless of where the round is played, and that he will post every acceptable
round for peer review.

Course Rating, Bogey Rating & Slope Rating (As Stated in the USGA Booklet “Uncle Snoopy wants you to
know how to use your Handicap”)

Course Rating represents the playing difficulty of a course for a scratch golfer under normal weather and
course conditions.

Bogey Rating represents the playing difficulty of a course for a specifically defined non-scratch golfer
under normal weather and course conditions.

Slope Rating is the difference between the Bogey Rating and the Course Rating multiplied by a
mathematical constant.

Therefore, Slope Rating, represents the relative playing difficulty of a course for a non-scratch golfer
compared to a scratch golfer. The higher the Slope Rating, the greater the gap in expected scores
between the scratch golfer and the bogey golfer.

A course of standard playing difficulty has a Slope Rating of 113. Slope Ratings range from a minimum of
55 to a maximum of 155.

Rating teams from the Minnesota Golf Association rate the courses in Minnesota. They evaluate every
hole from the perspective of the bogey and scratch golfer and how certain obstacles (such as hazards,
bunkers, trees, width of fairways, green surface, etc.) affect the playing of the bogey and scratch
golfers.

How Well Should You Play?

A player’s Handicap Index reflects his potential because it is based upon his best 10 of his last 20 rounds.
The Handicap Differentials for your best 10 of the last 20 rounds are multiplied by a 96% “bonus for
excellence” factor.

The USGA’s Handicap Research Team tells us the average player is expected:
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To Play to his Course Handicap or better only about 25% of the time.

Average three stokes higher than his Course Handicap.

Have a best score in 20, which is only two strokes better than his Course Handicap.
From Your Dwan Men’s Club Handicap Committee

The Handicap Committee expects all scores to be entered upon completion of play (Home and Away,
Nine Holes and Eighteen Holes) . If it comes to the attention of the Handicap Committee that an
individual failed to post a score, the Handicap Committee will post the player’s score if known, and/or
penalty score for them. The penalty score will be the score equal to the lowest handicap differential in
the player’s scoring record. However, if the score not posted is known and is unusually high, the penalty

The Active Posting Season

The “Active Posting Season” for Minnesota is April 1st through October 31st. All 18-hole and 9-hole
scores played during this period are to be entered immediately after completing play in the computer.

The Inactive Posting Season

The inactive season for posting scores in Minnesota is November 1st through March 31st. Scores made
in Minnesota during that time are not to be posted. If you play golf during that time in an area that is in
their active season i.e. Arizona, Florida etc., you need to post those scores on the computers at the golf
course you played if they are on the GHIN network. If the course you played wasn’t on the GHIN
network, you need to either post those scores online at www.ghin.com or bring those scores back to
Dwan and post them on the computer in the Dwan clubhouse between April 1st and April 29th, which is
prior to the first handicap computation for the Minnesota Active Season.

Handicap Revisions

Handicap cards will be issued every two weeks via the GHIN Handicap System. The first transmission of
scores for the 2008 Minnesota “Active Season” will be Tuesday, April 14th. Your new handicap will
usually be available on the computer on the Friday after they were sent to GHIN. The first card for the
season will be available on the computer two weeks later. Your handicap will then be updated every
two weeks after that. Your new card will be available to print at the clubhouse computer on Friday. A
schedule of the revision dates is posted next to the computer on the bulletin board.

Review and Verify Handicap Indexes After Each Revision

It is the responsibility of each member to review his handicap after each revision to insure the scores he
posted were accurate. Any errors should be reported to someone in the office of the clubhouse for
correction on the computer.
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You Must Establish Your Handicap

A minimum of five 18-holes scores must be posted to receive a handicap. Until you post five 18-hole (or
9-hole equivalents) rounds of golf, you will play with a scratch handicap in club tournaments or leagues.

If You Are New to The Men’s Club

o If you were a Dwan patron Cardholder last year and had a Handicap, you will continue to use the
same Dwan number.

o If you were a member of another club last year and had a USGA GHIN Handicap, that
information will be transferred to the Dwan Men’s Club for you.

. If you did not have a USGA GHIN Handicap last year, the Handicap Committee of the Men’s Club
will be contacting you about getting a handicap established for you.

If Posting is New to You, Ask for Assistance

If you need assistance in posting your score in the computer, ask for help at the front desk. The slope
and course rating for Dwan (home course) are programmed into the system. If you play an “away”
course, note that courses’ slope and rating. You can’t post your score correctly without them.

Enter your assigned GHIN number to access your computer file. Your GHIN number appears in the top
right corner of your handicap card. Please do not confuse your GHIN number with your patron card
number. Once you’'ve entered your GHIN number, follow the screen prompts or those given on a pad
that sometimes covers the keyboard. New handicap revisions take affect either on the 1% or 15 of
each month. You can print out your new handicap index revision at the clubhouse handicap computer.

Posting Your Score

. Before posting your score, make sure you adjust your score (Equitable Stroke Control based on
our course handicap, see next page)

. The slope and course rating for Dwan (home course) are programmed into the system

o The main menu has part of a golf ball on the left side of the screen and five menu options. From
the main menu (you may have to press the ‘Esc’ key a time or two to get to the main menu) press the
‘Enter’ key.

. Enter your assigned local number to access your computer file.

. Your local number appears in the top right corner of your handicap card. Please do not confuse

your local number with your patron card number.

. Once you have entered your local number, follow the screen prompts. Every 14 days, new
handicaps come out. You can print your new handicap card on the clubhouse computer.
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. Post your score when you play at least 13 holes out of 18 holes or at least 7 out of 9 holes. On
holes you didn’t play, record a par plus any handicap strokes you would have received.

. Post a score if you play two nines even if it's the same nine or nines from different days. When
you post two nines, the computer will combine them for an 18-hole score.

o Tournament scores are to be identified with a “T” when posted. For Dwan Men’s Club events
where you play your ball l.e. Quota Points, 2-Man Best Ball, the Tournament Committee and the
Handicap Committee will post all the scores and denote them with a “T” (Tournament Score).

Incomplete Holes or Conceded Strokes

If you pick up on a hole or are conceded a stroke, you are to record the score you most likely would have
made. This includes the number of strokes taken so far plus penalty strokes. The number cannot
exceed your equitable strokes you are allowed.

Holes Not Played

When a hole isn’t played, your score for the hole is par, plus any handicap strokes to which you are
entitled to on the hole.

How to Apply Equitable Stroke Control To Adjust Your Score

Under the USGA procedure, you have a maximum number that you can post on any one hole, depending
on your course handicap.

Based on your course handicap, find the maximum number of strokes you’re allowed to take on the
chart. If you pick up on a hole, record the score you most likely would have gotten.
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Pace of Play

Competitive golf events sponsored by the men’s club shall be governed by the pace of regulations
adopted by the MGA and MPGA. The penalty for not observing the pace of lay is covered in Rule 6-7 of
the United States Golf Association’s Rules of Golf. Here is that rule:

“6-7. Undue Delay; Slow Play

The player shall play without undue delay in accordance with any pace of play guidelines which may be
laid down by the Committee. Between completion of a hole and playing from the next teeing ground,
the player shall not unduly delay play.

“Penalty for Breach of Rule 6-7:

Match play - Loss of hole.

Stroke play - Two strokes.

For subsequent offense - Disqualification.

Note 1: If the player unduly delays play between holes, he is delaying the play of the next hole and the
penalty applies to that hole.

Note 2: For the purpose of preventing slow play, the Committee may, in the conditions of a competition
(Rule 33-1), lay down pace of play guidelines including maximum periods of time allowed to complete a
stipulated round, a hole or a stroke.

“In stroke play only, the Committee may, in such a condition, modify the penalty for a breach of this
“Rule as follows:

First offense — One Stroke

Second offense — Two Strokes

For subsequent offense — Disqualification
Players’ Responsibility

Each player is responsible for playing without undue delay. He is responsible for maintaining his group’s
proper position on the course in relation to the rest of the field.

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Most Improved Player Awards

This award will be awarded to two players, one in the Low Division and one in the High Division. The
winners will be determined utilizing the USGA GHIN Handicap Online Program by the DMC Handicap
Director. The date range to determine the Most Improved Player will be from the May 1 GHIN Index to
the GHIN Index on Sept 1. The member’s GHIN Index as of May 1 will determine which division he will
be assigned. All members with a GHIN Index of 14.4 and lower will be in Division A. All members with a
GHN Index of 14.5 and higher will be in Division B. The Most Improved Player for each division will be
presented at the Fall Banquet.
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What You Should Know About Our Tournaments

Dwan Men'’s Club puts on 7 one-day tournaments, 1 two-day tournament, and 1 season-long Match Play
Event each year. Entry fees for all of the tournaments are in addition to the annual club membership
fee.

All tournaments are exclusively for our club members. We normally have a limit of 120 players per
tournament.

All tournaments except the Fall Banquet Tournament are held at Dwan Golf Club. The Fall Banquet is
held at an upper level golf course in the metro area that can facilitate a large tournament and banquet.

Our tournament schedule is located near the front of this handbook. To sign up for tournaments, look
for flyers displayed near the handicap computer at the club house. You may also sign up for
tournaments online at http://www.dmcgolf.org.

Flyers and online signup typically become available 1-2 Months prior to the tournament date. The
signup deadline is typically 7 days before each tournament.

We will have prize money or various other prizes for hole-in-ones and proximity awards. We will have a
hole in one prize on hole number 8 during all tournaments except the Fall Banquet. Sponsors are
covering the cost, so there is no additional fee to tournament players. There will also be $500 hole in
one prizes on par 3 holes each of those days.

Effective January, 2006 the USGA implemented a new amateur status exemption for hole-in-one prizes
earned while playing during a stipulated round. So you can win the big prize and remain an amateur.
You have many chances to win money for a hole-in-one this season—don’t let the chances slip by.
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What You Should Know About Tuesday and Thursday Leagues

League season starts mid-April and is published on the web site www.dmcgolf.org

Tuesday........... Starting from 4:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m.

Thursday......... Starting from 11:28 a.m. until 12:56 p.m.

The starting times may be determined by the number of teams registered.

Teams

The Tuesday and Thursday Leagues require that each team consist of at least three players. A team can
have more than three members but not less. Teams are grouped into two divisions based on the
handicaps of the two lowest handicaps of the team members: Division A (teams 1-X) and division B
(teams Y-Z). These teams will play each other within their division during the regular season. The teams
and tee time schedule are shown in the appendix. The season is divided into two halves. Each half
consists of eight weeks of scheduled matches. All teams begin the second half with zero points.

Players

Your team must schedule two players to play weekly and must elect a team captain. When a player fails
to show up for his scheduled tee time and an eligible substitute cannot be arranged, you and your
teammate will still play your match. Whoever holds the lowest handicap will play against the score card,
while the other player plays his match against the lone player of the opposing team. Give your captain’s
name to your director on the first day of play.

Playing Against the Card

If you do not have an opponent at any time during a match you must “Play-Against-The-Card”. You will
be awarded a minimum of 1 point per hole for each hole played against the scorecard.

If your opponent is a “no show” you will win a minimum of 10 points, 1 point per hole and 1 bonus
point, for a 9-hole match and 20 points, 1 point per hole and 2 bonus points, for an 18-hole match. You
can win more points by beating the “card” with net birdies or better.

If your opponent “arrives late” for the match or “leaves prior” to the end of the match, you will receive
a minimum of 1 point for each hole played against-the-card prior to his joining the match and 1 point for
each hole played against-the-card after he leaves the match. An additional bonus point(s) is awarded if
you win the majority of holes when playing against-the-card and/or your opponent.

Your opponent cannot win any points for holes not played. He can only win points by tying (1 point) or
winning (2 points) a hole against you during the match. He will not be eligible to win the two bonus
points if he did not compete in all 9 holes of the side, but he is eligible to win the two bonus points on
the prior or next 9-hole side if it is an 18-hole match. When you “Play-Against-The Card” you use your
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full handicap for all applicable holes. I.e., if you have a 13 handicap for 18 holes you would receive 1 shot
on the first 13 handicap holes. If you are playing only 9 holes you would receive 1 shot on the first 7
holes on that 9-hole side.

How to convert an 18-hole handicap to a 9-hole handicap

Divide your 18-hole handicap by 2. If your handicap is 13 for 18 holes, it would be 7 for 9 holes. Here’s
why. Decimals that appear in handicaps are rounded to the nearest whole number. Those .5 and up are
rounded upward.

How you compete for Points

Each team will compete for points. There is a total of 20 points for 9-hole match play, and a total of 40
points for 18-hole match play. After you apply handicaps to the individual holes, the points you win are
to be determined as follows:

e 2 points for winning a hole

e 1 point for halving a hole

e 2 points for winning the most holes a 9-hole side

e 1 point for halving the number of holes won an a 9-hole side

In 18-hole match play, if you win the most holes on the front 9, that’s 2 points. If you also win the most
holes on the back 9, that’s also 2 points—for a total of 4 points.

In 9-hole match play, if you win the most holes, you get 2 points, and if you tie, you get 1 point. The
exception is if you do not play all hole on a 9 hole side you are not eligible for the bonus points.

How to Record Your Points

To receive team credit for your points, complete the weekly results form for your event. Captains of
each team in both the Tuesday and Thursday leagues are responsible for both the accuracy and the
timely entry of scores into the GHIN system for their team members that are participating in league
play. This will allow the leagues to be fun and fair for all. Captains should communicate with their team
members the importance of posting accurate scores and emphasize that this should be done
immediately following a round. There will be random audits done periodically throughout the season. If
it is determined that a score was posted inaccurately or if a score was not posted at all, the team will
receive a warning for the first infraction. Upon the second infraction, the team will lose all of their
points for the week in question, as well as points for the week of the first infraction. Continued
infractions will lead to removal of the team from the league.

Please be sure that your first and last names, computer #, as well as your team number, are printed
clearly on the results form.
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What to Do With Your Scorecards

Use one scorecard for the match. Print your team number, your first and last names on your scorecards.
After your event, sign, date and attest the scorecard. Then put it on the event table.

Post All Your Scores

All 9-hole and 18-hole league scores must be posted in the computer and the Equitable Stroke Control
must be used.

Mid-Season Payoffs

The Tuesday and Thursday League Schedules will divided into two halves. The top three teams of each
division will win gift certificates.

Year-End Competitions

Each league will have two Year-End Competitions: The League Championship Playoffs and two 2 Man
Best Ball Events. There is no entry fee, other than green fees.

League Championship Payoffs

The League Championship Playoffs will consist of 8 teams from each division: the top three teams from
the first half of the season, the top three teams from the second half of the season and the two teams
having the highest total points for the season. No substitute players are allowed. The Playoffs will be
held during the three weeks after the regular season.

Team:s finishing in 1% through 6% place will win gift certificates. Certificates will be made out to all team
members on the team roster.
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League Championship Tournament Format
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2 Man Best Ball Events

All teams not in the League Championship Playoffs will compete in the 2 Man Best Ball Events held the
first two weeks after the regular season. The top three teams for each division will win gift certificates
for each event. Substitutes are allowed. The gift certificates will be made out to those who actually
played and represented the team. Two subs may play on the same team when a regular team member
is unable to play.

Gift Certificates

All certificate amounts will be made out to even dollar amounts.
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Ready Golf

Ready golf is applicable in league play. It forgoes the practice of “honors” and “who’s away” in an effort
to keep a steady pace on the course. Whoever is first ready to play his next stroke, plays regardless if he
has “honors” or is “away”.

How to Speed Up Your Play

If you know you have lost a hole to your opponent before you hole out, you should pick up your ball and
concede the hole. Common courtesy also says that you should let your opponent know that you are
conceding the hole and you intend to pick up. Concession of a stroke, hole or match may not be
declined or withdrawn. Also, use continuous putting, which is once you start to putt, continue on until
you hole out.

Slow Play

Repeat slow play offenders will, by action of the Board of Directors, be retired from an event schedule
when warnings have failed to correct that player’s deficiencies. USGA Rule 6-7 (Undue delay; Slow Play)
shall apply: “In match play—Iloss of hole; stroke play—two stroke penalty. For subsequent offenses—
disqualification’.

Substitutes

All substitutes must be Club members with handicaps. Two substitutes may play on the same team
except for championship playoffs.

Walk-Ons

Players wishing to play as substitutes on Tuesday or Thursday should put their names on the substitute
sign-up sheet that is kept by the starter.

Teams needing a substitute player will notify the starter. The starter will select substitutes from his
sheet, and will select such players in the order in which they have entered their name on the
substitute’s sign-up sheet. When a team elects to use a substitute, and that substitute has paid his
green fees, the substitute will play for the team, even if the regular team member becomes available for

play.
Finding Substitutes to Play
If you’re looking prior to the day of your match:

Go online at http://www.dmcgolf.org/ and click on “Find a Sub” under “Leagues.”

Ask any member you know to sub for you; all members are eligible to sub. Phone the League Director
for advice if you've exhausted the possibilities.
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No Shows

If you’re at the course and short a player:

See the starter who has a sub list;

Check out the sign-up sheet at the events table.

If a situation occurs shortly before your tee time which will prohibit you from playing and from finding a
substitute on short notice, you must call the clubhouse at 952-563-8702. If the course cannot fill your
spot with a substitute or walk-on from the starters list, you will have to pay the green fee to the cashier
when you arrive for your next tee time. Failure to find a qualified substitute does not excuse a team
from the no-show fee. Directors of both the Tuesday and Thursday match play leagues will report all no
shows to team captains and to the Board. The cashier’s desk will maintain a no-show list.

Canceling Events or Stopping Play

The course professional and/or manager will decide when weekday leagues or tournaments will be
canceled or stopped for reasons of personal safety or course unplay ability. When only rainy weather
affects play, the decision to cancel or stop play may be made concurrently between the director in
charge and the professional and/or manager.

If a player leaves the course during an official event in play, and play is subsequently resumed, his
opponent will compete for league points according to Club “no show” policy.

The absent player will receive points earned in direct competition, and the remaining player will receive
points earned in direct competition, as well as points he earns while playing against the scorecard.

Tuesday League

If weather conditions cause play to be canceled after teams have started play and one of the
divisions completes play i.e. (teams 1-16 or 17-32), their points earned for the night will be awarded

Thursday League

If a portion of any Thursday match is canceled prior to all teams completing the crossover, the entire
match will be canceled and will not be made up. If the cancellation occurs after the crossover, the
second nine holes are canceled without makeup. The first nine holes stand and the teams are awarded
the points earned. Directors in charge shall decide how to handle championship round matches that are
canceled.

In the event of lightening, tornado warnings or other severe weather conditions, each player is
responsible for his own safety.
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Miscellaneous Items

Play will be according to the current USGA® Rules of Golf and Dwan local rules prevail (i.e. Ready Golf)
Play Summer Rules

No “gimmee” putts unless you’ve conceded the hole to your opponent to speed up play

Play from the blue (back) tees

Any controversy on points won or related interpretation of the Rules, which cannot be resolved by the
two team captains, should be submitted in writing to the respective league chairman for a final decision.
Letters must be received by the league prior to the next week’s event.

USGA Rules Govern Play
Out of Bounds (OB), Stroke And Distance

Out of bounds includes the metal fence around the course, and a ball coming to rest on asphalt around
the clubhouse, on the clubhouse’s roof or in the parking lot. To be OB, a ball must be completely out " If
a ball is against the metal fence, but its support posts are outside of the course, the ball’s in play. If a
ball is against the metal fence but its support posts are inside of the course, the ball is OB ~

If the ball is against the fence and not OB, you may add a penalty stroke and drop the ball within two
club lengths from that point no nearer to the hole.

No Penalty Relief Situations

Immovable non-growing obstructions that interfere with your ball, stance or swing, relief is stance and
drop of ball within 1 club-length from that point no nearer the hole. Flower bed or box: if a ball isin a

bed, or box interferes with your ball, stance or swing, relief is stance and drop of ball within one club-

length from that point no nearer the hole.

150 Yard Evergreen Markers
No relief is allowed. Play your ball as it lies.
One Stroke Penalty For Water Hazards

All are lateral hazards, except the one on 18.

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Dwan Local Rules

How Do | take Relief From The Pump House?

First, determine if the pump house interferes with your golf ball, your stance or your swing.
Is my golf ball touching the pump house?

Does the pump house keep me from taking my normal stance?

Does my club hit the pump house anytime during my normal swing?

If the answer to all three of these queries is NO — there is NO relief. If the answer to any one of these
queries is YES, free relief is provided under Rule #24-2.

Procedure

Find the nearest point (no closer to the hole) from the ball’s original position that provides you with an
unobstructed stance and swing. From that position, you may take one club length relief (no closer to
the hole). YOU DO NOT GET LINE OF SIGHT RELIEF. After taking relief, you may still have to chip out
sideways.

Accidental Movement of a Ball on a Putting Green
Rules 18-2, 18-3 and 20-1 are modified as follows:

When a player’s ball lies on the putting green, there is no penalty if the ball or ball-marker is accidentally
moved by the player, his partner, his opponent, or any of their caddies or equipment.

The moved ball or ball-marker must be replaced as provided in Rules 18-2, 18-3 and 20-1.

This Local Rule applies only when the player’s ball or ball-marker lies on the putting green and any
movement is accidental.

Note: If it is determined that a player’s ball on the putting green was moved as a result of wind, water or
some other natural cause such as the effects of gravity, the ball must be played as it lies from its new
location. A ball-marker moved in such circumstances is replaced.”

Dwan Golf Club requires spikeless shoes for all golfers. Your cooperation is appreciated.
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STONES IN BUNKERS

The Board of Directors of the Dwan Men’'s Club has chosen to adopt the Local Rule
regarding stones in the bunkers. This rule is in effect for all Men's Club sanctioned leagues,
tournaments and events plgved gt Dwan. As stated in the USGA Rules of Golf:

“Stones in bunkers may represent a danger to plavers (a player could be injured by
a stone struck by the player's club in an attempt to play the ball) and they may interfere
with the proper playing of the game. When permission to lift a stone in a bunker is
warranted, the following Local Rule is recommended:

Stones in bunkers are movable obstructions (Rule 24-1 applies). ©

Anv other gbiect in the bunker is considered a "loose impediment™ and cannot be removed.

Rule 24-1 (as it pertains to bunkers) states:

a_ If the ball does not lie in or on the phetryctiop. the ghelruclion may be removed. If
the ball moves, it must be replaced, and there is no penalty, provided that the movement
of the ball is directly attributable to the removal of the ghstryction,

b. If the ball lies in or on the gbhstruction, the ball may be lifted and the ghstuction
removed. The ball must __in a hazard (bunker) be dropped..__as near as possible to the spot
directly under the place where the ball lay in or on the gbstruction but not nearer the hole.

The ball may be cleaned when lifted under this Rule.”

Dwan Men's Club members have the right to remove any stone as it pertains to this Local
Rule gi their own discretion Members should, however, inform their opponent {match play)
or fellow competitor {stroke play) if they are proceeding according to Rule 24-1 regarding a
ball moving or being lifted,

Weekdays:

Reservations for weekday play may be made 7 days in advance. Patrons may bring up to three non-
patrons.

Weekend and Holidays:

e 4 cardholders playing together may reserve 7 days in advance

e 3 cardholders playing together may reserve 6 days in advance with 1 non-cardholder

e 2 cardholders playing together may reserve 5 days in advance with 2 non-cardholders

e 1 cardholder playing together may reserve 4 days in advance with up to 3 non-cardholders

Singles should check with the starter for openings before paying greens fees at the front desk.
Reservations for the remaining tee times may be made by the public one day in advance.

The number system will be in effect again this season —only one number per person. Numbers will be
available at 5:45 a.m. at the front gate.

Reservations for the following Saturday or Sunday will be taken in the following manner:
One patron in-person reservation gets only one tee time.
One patron phone-call reservation gets only one tee time.

Reservations will continue in this manner until all tee times are taken. There will be no groups squeezed
in.

Notice

If you make a reservation 7 days in advance for weekends or holidays, only patrons will be permitted to
play. Non-patrons in your group will not be sold a ticked.
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No fivesomes (exception — playing with the golf professional). On weekends and holidays, only 18-hole
tickets will be sold for the first and second crossovers. Nine-hole tickets will not be sold until the third
crossover.

When calling for a tee time, please give your patron card number and the card numbers of all other
patron cardholders in your group.

When you make your reservation, please let the cashier know what you plan to play — 9 holes or 18
holes of golf.

Please have your patron card number ready prior to calling for your reservation.

Players must check in 15 minutes before their scheduled tee time. Members must present their patron
card to the cashier to receive their discount, no exceptions.

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Rules of Ready Golf

Dwan Men'’s Club events utilize Ready Golf. The following are the Ready Golf rules in place at Dwan Golf
Club.

ON THE TEE

The player who is ready should hit.

Shorter hitters should hit first.

Tee-off as soon as the group ahead is clear.

Carry an extra ball in your pocket.

ON THE FAIRWAY

HIT WHEN READY & safe; do not use honor system.
Take appropriate clubs to your ball and HIT WITHOUT DELAY.
Have your group watch where each shot goes.

ON THE GREEN

Place your clubs between green and next tee.
Study your putt while others are putting.

Continue putting until holed out.

LEAVE the green IMMEDIATELY, after holing out and PROCEED to the next tee. Complete your scorecard
after you're off the green.

SHORT CUTS
Mark your score on the way to the next tee.
When driving a cart, drop your partner at his ball and then continue to yours

Note that Ready Golf allows for players to hit out of turn, that is, you do not have to be furthest out to
play your shot. However, you should not play your shot while another player is playing his shot.
